Dr. Eggman requested that this item be removed for separate consideration and voiced his
opposition to prohibiting the parking of campers in residential driveways, Section 4-602(b), for the
following reasons:
e  Campers are affordable alternatives to expensive recreational vehicles or motor homes
e  Campers provide ways to enjoy the outdoors
e ltislegal to have campers in driveways when not in use
e There is a 10-year old ordinance that specifically permits camper parking in front
driveways
This code change is a major change to the recreational vehicle ordinance
e Consider tabling this portion of the ordinance revision and address it separately
e Consideration should be given to the effect this code change will have on citizens that
have campers
e Storage of campers is not affordable

Lisa Collins, Deputy Development Services Manager — Planning, stated that the essence of the
code change relating to campers is:
o Clarification of the recreational vehicle (RV) definition
e Requires a one time use permit to park in a front yard setback — there is no time limit on
this permit
e Same treatment for all RV’s
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Mayor Hallman asked if an RV that is less than 21’ is legal to park in a driveway. Ms. Collins
responded yes, that would be legal.

Motion by Councilmember Woods to approve item 5D2 with the following amendment to Section
E-7: Recreational vehicles and unmounted campers exceeding 21’ in length, and all boats and
trailers, shall not be parked in the required front yard building setback; second by Councilmember
Arredondo-Savage. Motion passed 7-0.

*2. Held the second and final public hearing and adopted ORDINANCE NO. 2010.27
amending Chapter 13A relating to Dust Control, Chapter 19, relating to Motor Vehicles
and Traffic, and Chapter 26A relating to Procurement of the Tempe City Code to clarify
enforcement provisions for Tempe's dust control requirements.
