  Mayor Hallman read the following Play Day Award Proclamation:    

In July, Tempe was named a Playful City USA community by national non-profit organization, KaBOOM!. 

Tempe was given this designation because of the way it uses play and play spaces to positively impact childhood 

wellness, public safety and quality of life. Being a Playful City USA community is an honor that only 92 other 

communities in the entire country share, making Tempe part of an elite group dedicated to promoting play in 

children's lives. While the designation of Playful City USA is a tremendous achievement, it also carries with it great 

responsibility.  

Tempe realizes that conventional play is unfortunately on the decline with our children, giving way to video 

games, online social sites and other forms of sedentary and solitary activities. As such, the city of Tempe must take 

action to encourage and facilitate play so that our children can exercise their bodies and minds, appreciate the 

outdoors, interact personally with other children and release energy in a healthy and fun way. As Tempe commits 

more fully to the cause of play by continuing to provide quality programs and recreational spaces for children, we 
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can help create a healthier and happier future for our children. 

In honor of this designation, I proclaim the following: 

WHEREAS, The City of Tempe’s youth are the foundation upon which our future   success is built; and play is a 
crucial factor in the overall well-being of children, and  

WHEREAS, Children who play are healthier and suffer less obesity and obesity-related health problems such 
as diabetes and heart disease; and 

WHEREAS, Children who play do better in school and develop cognitive skills that are linked to learning and 
academic performance; and 

WHEREAS, Children who play learn the social skills that help them become happy and well-adjusted adults; 
and 

WHEREAS, Play Day is a special day set aside to encourage and remind adults that the meaningful time they 
share with children is important to their development. 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, HUGH HALLMAN, Mayor of the City of Tempe, Arizona, do hereby declare:  September 19,

Mayor Hallman read the following Constitution Week Proclamation:   

During the summer of 1787, America’s founding fathers gathered in Philadelphia to form, in their words, “a 

more perfect Union.” At that time, this young nation was very much imperfect. The first document legally establishing 

the United States was the Articles of Confederation, ratified by the states only six years before. But from the very 

start, it proved itself woefully inadequate.  

And so if America was to survive, it would again have to lay out the principles establishing an effective 

government while preserving the rights of citizens.  

In mid-September of 1787, the Constitution was complete. To honor the words that form America’s 

foundation, I proclaim: 

WHEREAS, September 17, 2009, marks the 222nd anniversary of the drafting of the Constitution of the United 
States of America by the Constitutional Convention; and 

 
WHEREAS, Our Constitution provides the safeguards for our liberties and fundamental rights, including free 

speech, religious liberty and equal protection of the law; and 
 
WHEREAS, Society benefits from a greater understanding that the Constitution is part of our national heritage

WHEREAS, Citizens in Tempe and across our great nation share in the responsibility of protecting and 

defending the Constitution, and preserving it for posterity.

The Mayor called 
for comments.  Councilmember Arredondo voiced his dissention of renewing this employment contract based on the 
following performance observations:  1)  Mr. Meyer does not honor diversity in Tempe; 2) Mr. Meyer has not 
disciplined department heads that have not met job expectations; 3) Mr. Meyer does not communicate well with City 
Council.    Vice-Mayor Ellis asked the City Attorney to clarify that the City Council has the authority to terminate the 
contract of appointees at any point in time.  The City Attorney agreed and elaborated by saying that the qualifying 
appointees are the City Judge, City Clerk, City Attorney and City Manager.   
 
Councilmember Shekerjian commended the City Managers financial expertise and leadership during difficult 
economic times.  Mr. Meyer questions processes and Councilmember Shekerjian added that she has seen no 
evidence that Mr. Meyer does not honor diversity.   This is a City Manager that quietly and competently does his job 
without getting involved in politics.   
 
Councilmember Woods commented that Councilmembers had previously relayed their performance evaluation 
comments to Mr. Meyer and noted that communication was one of the topics covered.  Councilmember Woods then 
voiced his support for the continuation of this employment contract.   
 
Mayor Hallman stated that a facilitator was retained to assist in the City Council on the City Manager performance 
evaluation process.  The comments that resulted from that process have been publicly released.   Leadership 
strengths and areas for improvement were the two categories on this evaluation.   Mayor Hallman read all of the 
comments.

6. PUBLIC APPEARANCES 

 

Ed Mitchell expressed his appreciation for the City Code Chapter 19 amendments relating to the Americans with 
Disabilities laws.  Mr. Mitchell commended various staff and the Mayor and Council for their significant contributions to 
this project.  One area of continued concern is the accessibility of medical offices.  Disabled females are 
disproportionately underserved by the medical community.     
 
Another disparity among disabled individuals is the field of employment opportunities.  85% of disabled females are 
unable to find employment while 35-40% of men are adversely affected.  The result is in a severe disparity of income for 
over 12 million severely disabled individuals in the United States.   
 
Cecilia Esquer thanked the Council for placing the City Manager’s employment continuation item on this agenda.  
Several years ago, the city was ordered to pay $4.2 million in lawsuit damages due to discriminatory employment 
practices.  The economy has dominated the Council’s attention and the issue of unfair and unequal treatment has been 
set aside.   Our quality of life depends on the quality of the workforce.    The only managers that the Council can hold 
accountable are those managers that report directly to the Council, therefore the renewal of the contract with the City 
Manager is vital in determining whether the city manager is holding the managers under his watch accountable for their 
actions.  If you do not hold the city manager accountable for riding the city of racism, then these problems will continue 
to be tolerated. 
 
Mayor Hallman thanked Ms. Esquer for her comments and stated that if she has any information regarding 
discriminatory employment practices, to please share that information for administrative review.  Ms. Esquer replied that 
she is an attorney and not at liberty to disclose this information.  However, Ms. Esquer stated that the role of the city 
manager is to oversee operations to ensure that the work environment is discriminatory free.  Mayor Hallman voiced his 
distress that employees are apprehensive about reporting workplace abuses and invited any city employee to contact 
him directly regarding their concerns. 
 
Darryl Shandrow, student reporter at ASU, stated that he is blind.  Mr. Shandrow asked that an audible traffic signal be 
installed at the light rail station at Dorsey and Apache Boulevard.   Because this intersection is not equipped to assist 
the visually disabled, he must use the Orbit transit system.   Since the Orbit schedule is changing, that may adversely 
impact his ability to get to classes.  He did contact a city representative on this matter.  Hopefully this will be rectified in a 
reasonable amount of time. 
 
Nash Armijo, stated that it’s time to stop arresting and harassing people in downtown Tempe.  Now the businesses in 
the Valley Fair shopping center are being harassed.  The signage rules are unrealistic and make it hard for people to tell 
which businesses are located in that shopping center.  Mayor Hallman stated that there are multi-tenant signage laws 
that help customers identify what businesses are located within shopping centers.   Mr. Armijo requested that leniency in 
the laws be considered until the recession subsides.  Mayor Hallman suggested that Mr. Armijo work with the 
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Development Services Manager to discuss signage options for this location. 
 
Eleanor Holguin stated that since she has spoken out against the Police Chief, she has become a target and is being 
watched.  When paramedics are called to my house, the police enter my house first, which is not standard operating 
procedure; it’s not fair.   Speaking out should not deem me a hazard.  I sent a letter to union members regarding rogue 
cops coming after me.  If there was no misconduct to begin with, then Tom Ryff would not need to be protected. 
  

7. CURRENT EVENTS/COUNCIL ANNOUNCEMENTS/FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS 
 
Councilmember Arredondo asked that the city manager meet with the city attorney regarding Suckerpunch Sally’s liquor 
license.    There is a publicity poster at their business location stating that this business is not a national chain, which 
was misrepresented at the liquor license public hearing.  Councilmember Arredondo requested that staff give an update 
on this topic at a subsequent Council meeting.  Mayor Hallman requested that this item be placed on an upcoming Issue 
Review Session. 
 
Councilmember Arredondo commended Mark Richwine and his staff for how well they do their jobs and interact with 
neighborhood groups. 
 
Councilmember Shekerjian commended the City Clerk, the Information Technology Department and the City Manager 
for the improved agenda process and how that makes it easier for the public to access public information.    
 
Councilmember Shekerjian commented that there is a community market on Mill Avenue on Thursday evenings.  This 
event includes vendors, classes and music between 5 pm and 9 pm.   
 
Mayor Hallman invited everyone to the September 11, Healing Field event at Tempe Beach Park to honor the loss of 
lives as a result of a devastating terrorist attack in 2001.
