REQUEST FOR COUNCIL ACTION Agenda Item: 5A11

ACTION: Approve an Amended Subdivision Plat for MAJESTIC TEMPE, located at 6116 South Ash Avenue. The applicant
is Wood Patel & Associates.

FISCAL IMPACT: There is no fiscal impact on City funds.

RECOMMENDATION: Approval, subject to conditions

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: MAJESTIC TEMPE (PL140304) is located in south central Tempe in an established
industrial area on seven vacant lots adjacent to the Union Pacific railroad. At the June 9, 2015 hearing, the Development
Review Commission heard and approved a request for a Development Plan Review and two Use Permits for three new
industrial warehouse office buildings. On June 9, 2016, staff administratively approved a time extension of the Development

Plan Review to enable the applicant to complete the required subdivision plat prior to issuance of building permits. This
request includes the following:

1. Amended Subdivision Plat combining seven (7) lots into three (3) lots.

COMMENTS:

This site is located in the Tempe Commerce Center Subdivision, between Kyrene Road and Mill Avenue on the west and
east, and between Baseline and Guadalupe roads to the north and south. It is adjacent to the Union Pacific Railroad and is
surrounded by established industrial uses. The proposed development consists of seven vacant lots totaling 8.29 acres,
which would be combined and subdivided into three new lots for three buildings: Building 1 is south of the Orion Street
alignment, Building 2 has two units, and is located between Orion Street and Gemini Drive, and Building 3 is north of the
Gemini Drive alignment. The site is proposed for future warehouse/office tenants and is not being designed for a specific end
user. To facilitate construction of the buildings, the subdivision plat must be completed. The applicant is requesting City
Council approval of the Amended Subdivision Plat.

Conclusion
Based on the information provided and the above analysis, staff recommends approval of the requested Subdivision Plat.
This request meets the required criteria and will conform to the conditions.

REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

1. The project meets the General Plan Projected Land Use for this site.

2. The project will meet the development standards required under the Zoning and Development Code.

3. The proposed project meets the approval criteria for a Subdivision Plat, it will have access to a public street and
conforms to the technical standards of the Tempe City Code for Subdivisions, Chapter 30.

SUBDIVISION CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL:
EACH NUMBERED ITEM IS A CONDITION OF APPROVAL. THE DECISION-MAKING BODY MAY MODIFY, DELETE OR ADD TO THESE
CONDITIONS.

General
1. The amended Subdivision Plat shall be recorded prior to issuance of building permits.

2. The Subdivision Plat shall be put into proper engineered format with appropriate signature blanks and recorded with the
Maricopa County Recorder’s Office through the City of Tempe’s Community Development Department on or before
October 27, 2017. Failure to record the plat within one year of City Council approval shall make the plat null and void.

3. All property corners shall be set and verified with staff upon final recordation of the subdivision plat, no later than three
(3) months from the date of County recordation or as determined by staff.

HISTORY & FACTS:

1930 Historic Aerial photos from the Flood Control District of Maricopa County indicate the railroad was
operating at this time, and the site was used for agricultural purposes, with no structures.

1979 Development west of the railroad was established.

1993 Industrial development surrounding the site is established.

June 9, 2015 At its hearing of June 9, 2015, the Development Review Commission approved a Development
Plan Review consisting of three new industrial warehouse office buildings and a Use Permit
Standard, for a 10% reduction of the front yard parking setback, from 20 feet to 18 feet and a Use
Permit Standard for 10% increased building height, from 35 feet to 38.5 feet for MAJESTIC
TEMPE, located at 6116 South Ash Avenue located in the GID, General Industrial District.

December 8, 2016 City Council is scheduled for a meeting for the requested Final Subdivision Plat for the facilitation

of development of this project, in fulfillment of the conditions of approval of the planning
entittement request.
